The Easter Triduum and Fr. Arul’s Anniversary_

With the beginning of Lent and the anniversary of Fr.
Arul’s passing coming in a little more than a month, I'm
sure it is on many minds what we are doing to
memorialize and pray through this hard milestone date
as a community.

It has been almost daily on my mind and heart since
Archbishop Naumann assigned me here lastyear how to
best honor Fr. Arul and his legacy and give time and
space for people to come together and pray, especially
on this first anniversary.

Fr. Arul’s death on April 3rd significantly falls on Good
Friday this year, which means that this anniversary will
be naturally woven into the fabric of the most important
feast days of Jesus’ life in the Triduum: His Passion,
Death, Burial, and Resurrection on Easter Sunday. There
is a lot to reflect on here with Fr. Arul giving his life as a
priest and Jesus giving His life for us on the Cross!

Here are the events already built into the Triduum, as
well as a few additional prayer opportunities for our
community to come together around this anniversary:

I'm particularly grateful and excited to have
Archbishop Naumann join us for the 3pm Good
Friday Service on the April 3rd anniversary itself.

In addition, Jim and Myra Runnebaum are heading
up a group working on a small memorial project for
the space between the narthex and the church
(where the plaques of the church history and former
pastors are currently hung). A nicely framed picture
of Fr. Arul will be hung next to a wood and glass
shadowbox containing his favorite gold chasuble
(the outer priest vestment for Mass) used for special
occasions with the Eucharist and the Holy Spirit
dove woven on its front.

We anticipate this project being complete before
the end of Lent and the April 3rd anniversary. A
special thanks to all involved for making possible
this fitting tribute to a priest who poured himself
out with Jesus in the Mass and helped welcome
more of the Holy Spirit into our parish!
